 Reading books, cards, simple games can be packed for social times.

Friday 
Our departure time is approx. 3.10pm so we will be back at Brockham about 3.30pm. This is always a bit 
chaotic no matter how well we try to organise it! We therefore ask that: 
 Parents come through the main gate but go to wait on the top playground (outside the year 5/6 

block).  

 The children will disembark the minibus, bringing with them a suitcase from the trailer (which may or 
may not be theirs). All luggage will be left on the lower (Year3 & 4 playground) and children will then 
come to find you on the top playground.
