Spelling patterns

We have been practising the suffixes ‘-es’.

Next week we will be looking at adding the 

suffixes ‘-ing’ and ‘-ed’ to root words ending 

in ‘–y’. Spelling Rules: When adding ‘-es’ or ‘-

ed’, if the word ends in ‘y’, change the ‘y’ to 

an ‘i’ and add the suffix.

When adding ‘-ing’, we don’t do this, as that 

would give ‘ii’ (with the exception of taxiing 

and skiing).
